Hot Lead rewrote Meadowlands history as he became
the first horse to win the New Faces, Berry’s Creek and
Meadowlands Pace, earning him the nickname of the “Iron
Horse.”  The green-goggled gelding was a horse for all
seasons, dominating the three-year-old pacing class from the
snowfalls of winter until the heat of the summer.

Hot Lead was the pre-race favorite for the 1996 Pace
after winning the fastest of the three eliminations a week earlier
in 1:50.2, a track record for three-year-old geldings.

Driven by George Brennan, Hot Lead stayed off a fast
early pace set by Falcons Scooter.  After a half in 55.4, Brennan
moved Hot Lead to the outside tier, picked up cover from
Jaguar Cam and took aim at the leader in mid-stretch.  The
gelding sped past Falcons Scooter and held off the late
challenge of Stout to claim a neck victory in 1:51.4.

The win was a first for all connected with the bespectacled

son of Jaguar Spur and a particularly sweet one for Joe and
Marie Parisi of White Birch Farm in Allentown, New Jersey,
who bred the three-year-old out of their mare, JM Valinda.  It
catapulted Brennan to the upper tier of the driving colony and
established Brian Magie as one of the sport’s top conditioners.

“That was unbelievable,” Brennan said.  “The way it
worked out, I didn’t have to use him until the head of the lane.
I had confidence in my horse.  I told Brian I didn’t know where
we’d finish, but that I had confidence in him.  This horse never
stops trying.  He has learned now to dig in and hold off horses.
That’s a piece that was missing before.  He’d get to the front
and not know what to do.  Now he’s a complete horse.”

The complete Hot Lead ended his sophmore season with
11 victories, all of which came at the Meadowlands, more than
$980,000 in earnings and the title Three-Year-Old Colt/Gelding
Pacer of the Year.
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
